GBU HYDRAULIC SYSTEM 

Problem Possible Cause Solution 
The Conveyor motor will not 

turn  

The PTO is not on The PTO needs to be on for the pump to work. 

engage the tractor PTO.   

 Cold Start The system oil is cold and needs to be warmed up 

first.  Turn the Cut Out ball valve “OFF” for a few 

minutes and let the oil warm up before trying to 

operate the conveyor.  

  
  

  

 Cut Out ball valve not “ON” Turn valve to the on position 

 The conveyor is “stuck” Move the machine forward a few feet to relieve the 

pressure from the Gathering Augers  
  

 The Charge Auger is “stuck”   Turn the PTO off and free any debris from the 

auger    

 The Clean Out Auger is “Stuck” Turn the PTO off and free any debris from the 

auger     

 The PTO pump is not turning Check for sheared key and replace as needed. 

The Conveyor motor turns, 

but not the Gathering Augers  

The chain “jumped” off the sprockets Reinstall the chain on the sprockets and tighten.

Upon request only, a second RGA number will be issued 

and an additional 30 days may be allowed. No credit will be issued if the return item (s) are not 

received into the manufacturer’s system 30 days after the second RGA number was issued.
