Completely familiarize yourself and others involved with the operation of dineutig control
valve before operating the loader.

Be certain all bystanders are clear of the machine and operatigriar to operation.
It may be necessary to add wheel ballast or rear weights as rextedrbg the tractor
manufacturer to maintain stability of the machine to prevent tipping or upsktaguld result in

It is recommended that both front and rear wheel treads be set to the witestareded width to
prevent tipping or upset which could result in serious injury or death.

TRACTOR & SAFETY POINTERS

The use of good judgment and common sense is hecessary by the operator in usingithi$Heddent
and rear wheels should be set for the widest wheel tread to assure best. staddligktra caution when
rear wheel weights and tire ballast are added to a loader-equipped tractblODfam into frozen dirt
piles, frozen manure piles, ice, etc., with great momentum where sudden shockdaauoantered.
Serious and costly damage may result to both the loader and the tractor.

When scraping or back dragging do not extend the attachment cylinders more thamh oithdal
cylinder’s stroke. A limited amount of leveling may be done, when the loader vaxamged with a
float control. This will prevent damage to cylinder rods. Never ride in the bucket.

Before operating the loader, be sure no one is standing near it. Only one person, tbe epetdd be on
the tractor. Remain at the controls and under no circumstances leave the trandeadatith the bucket
in a raised position.

Never lift a person in the bucket or walk under a raised bucket.

Never drive your loader-equipped tractor down a hill that is steeper than 15 deQaegsall loads low
and use care on side hills.

Always keep unused PTO shaft clutch levers disengaged.
Keep hands, feet, and clothing away from all moving parts.

Hydraulic oil, under pressure, can cause injury. Be sure that all connectadighaand that all pressure
is relieved before disconnecting any lines.

Care must be taken with your loader cylinders. Nicks, scratches, rust, oslmftedamage can result in
worn packing causing cylinder leakage and subnormal performance.

IMPORTANT:

Never attempt loader attachment on grades which are not reasonably level.

1. Check to be sure that the surfaces of the mounts are free of
obstructions. (Fig 8-1)

2. Drive the tractor slowly and carefully in between the loader arms
only far enough to permit hook-up of the hydraulic system hoses.

3. Once all hoses have been properly coupled drive the tractor forward
checking to insure that the top pivot shaft on each loader upright
clears the top cradle on each mount tower. (Fig. 8-2)

4. Allow the top pivot shaft to settle into the cradle on the top of each
mount tower. After the uprights slide into the mount raise the loader
slowly to engage firmly into the mount cradles. (Fig. 8-3)

5. To lock the loader onto the mount, install the two 659712 — 1 3/8”
diameter mount pins into the outside of the upright through the mount
tightener, and pin with hitch pin on other side. (Fig. 8-4)

6. To secure the loader to the mount tighten the two 1 1/4” bolts at the
back of the mount tower. (Fig. 8-5) Re-check bolts after first three
hours use.

7. After both uprights are secured to the mounts, raise the loader still
further to disengage and store the loader stands with provided mount
pins. (Fig 8-6) & (Fig 8-7)

8. Prior to operation, be certain to review all safety and operation
information contained within this manual. Check bolts on back of
mount after the first 3 hours of use, then check periodically during
normal maintenance procedures.
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ATTACHING BUCKET

Prior to attaching the bucket, prepare the adapter for engagement lgytpeladapter handle
back (towards the operator) into it's cocked position. With the bucket positioned ogrdewed,

tilt the bucket adapter forward approximately 45°. (Fig 9-1) Slowly drmerfdinto the bucket,
centering the adapter with the bucket as you go and position the top mount badaptée

just below the hooks on the back side of the bucket. (Fig 9-2) Slowly raise the loaudgr pay
attention that both hooks are engaged. With the top mount bar fully engaged, slokgy roll t
bucket back. The bottom mount bar of the adapter will come in contact with the bottom of the
bucket. (Fig 9-3) Continue_to slowbll bucket until the adapter handle comes in contact with its

stop and engages itself with the bucket. (Fig 9-4) If the adapter handle da#senit contact
with its stop, lower the loader until it engages or adjust stop.

Raise loader frame slightly to permit loader stand reengagement
(Fig. 10-1)

Lower bucket to ground and tip slightly forward to apply
pressure to mount connection. Note: This will prevent

the loader from inadvertently rocking forward when the mount
pins are removed and uprights are disengaged from it's cradle.
(Fig. 10-2)

Loosen the 1 1/4” bolts at the back of the mounts enough to
permit the removal of the 1 3/8” mount pins. (Fig. 10-3)

Retract the lift cylinders to disengage the bottom anchor bar fron
mount tower. Then tilt the bucket back to rotate the top of the
upright up and out of the cradle, and into a storage position.
(Fig. 10-4)

Before completely backing out, disconnect and store the loader

system hydraulic hoses. It is important that the hoses be
properly stored to keep the hose couplers as clean as possible.
(Fig 10-5)

IMPORTANT:

Never store the detached loader where insufficient soil

load bearing capacity exists. Good firm clay or firmly packed
dirt are sufficient, providing the area is dry. If you are unsure,
use blocking under the stand foot to disperse the load. Failure tc
heed, may allow the loader to settle and prevent attachment at
later date.

DETACHING BUCKET

1. Prior to detaching the bucket, prepare the adapter for disengagemehbhgyhmibdapter han-
dle back (towards the operator) into its unlocked position (Fig 11-1 & Fig 11-2). The Bhokdd be
resting on level ground. Slowly lower and dump your way out of the bucket (Fig 1b®)y ack
away from the bucket until you are clear of the bucket and safe to maneuver (Fig 11-4).

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OPERATION

WARNING:

FILLING THE BUCKET:
When material is piled on a slope, it is best to drive tractor up the slope strasghieipile. Operating
sideways on a slope has a tendency to tip the loading unit. Drive tractor straigheiptle, raise the

bucket about six inches, then drop bucket and drive forward until the bucket is filled. Tilt bucket
completely back, raise main frame and back away from the material pile.

DUMPING THE BUCKET:
When dumping, bring the bucket to proper dumping height which is just high enough so it will not strike

objects as the load is being dumped. With the bucket tipped, drive tractor forward arfterbiseket at
the same time to distribute the load evenly.

RAISING THE BUCKET:
WARNING:

Make sure material in bucket cannot spill out on to tractor when loader boom is raised.
Keep clear of overhead obstructions such as trees, limbs or power linesisitgn ra
the bucket.

Side cutting is the best method of reducing large stockpiles. If thethidgsl®fare
too high, use the loader to pull them down and reduce the possibility of slides.

Make sure you keep all lines, cylinders, and complete hydraulic systemef of all sand, dirt, and
foreign matter. Use only clean oil in the hydraulic system. Wen removing the loader from the

tractor, be sure to plug all open ports. If the loader will be out of servicéor several days or longer,
grease the exposed polished piston shafts on the bucket and the liftiagiers.

WARNING:

NEVER attempt to operate the loader with someone near the loader frame or bucket.

If this loader is equipped with a Grapple fork, be sure Grapple teth are closed before leaving seat of
tractor.

SOFT RIDE FEATURE:

The soft ride feature was designed to diminish the stresses on the tractor, toadetsand operator
while transporting heavy loads to and from the field. The soft ride feature indeparpre-charged
nitrogen accumulator to act as a shock absorber similar to that of an automdiiliéeinvidperation the
loader may feel “squishy” or soft.

Start the tractor. Actuate the loader to charge the hydraulic systédhhydraulic fluid as required
using the recommended amount for your tractor.

WARNING:

Make sure that all pressure is relieved from the hydraulic systemdn
accumulator before removing for service. The manual valve must be opened to
relieve pressure from the accumulator. The manual valve then need<e closed
before removing the accumulator. Failure to relieve pressure can caugjury.

Before storage, be certain all hydraulic cylinders are fully cetlagis that the rod will not be
exposed to the elements or damaged.

Check and maintain an adequate fluid level in the tractor reservoir prior to use
Inspect all hydraulic system hoses and fittings. Replace prior to fyp#ration if damaged.
