Prior to operation, inspect the loadersystem leaks and damaged, missing, or malfanictg
components in an effort to avoid thegbility of a dangerous failure involving struar
members or hydraulic system components.

Be certain any repairs necessary amgteted prior to loader operation.

Follow recommended maintenance proasdand precautions on Page 13.

Completely familiarize yourself and et involved with the operation of the hydrauliotol
valve before operating the loader.

Be certain all bystanders are cleahefmachine and operation area prior to operation.
It may be necessary to add wheel adlasear weights as recommended by the tractor
manufacturer to maintain stability o€ tmachine to prevent tipping or upset which coagilt in

serious injury or death. See mounimsgructions for specific information.

It is recommended that both front agak wheel treads be set to the widest recommendii to
prevent tipping or upset which coulduiéin serious injury or death.

This loader is designed for farm typemtions such as snow removal, barn and feedtahuig,
light commercial or light grading andging. It's design isNOT intended for industrial use.

DURING OPERATION:

Use maximum ballast and the widestmaoended wheel setting on your tractor when handling
large shiftable loads.

Never attempt to ram with the bucketigh speed or full tractor power. Sudden impaaymesult
in structural failure and possible ses injury or death.

Never adjust or perform maintenancéhenloader or tractor with the unit in motion, athvaut
power source locked out.

Never get under bucket or lift armsemach through the lift arms or bucket linkage whienloader
is in operation. Inadvertent movenrealy cause serious injury or death.

FOLLOWING OPERATION:

Whenever the machine is not in opematiower the loader boom and set the tractor brakes
disengage drive, shut the engine offl @move the ignition key before dismounting tiaetor.

If loader is to be disengaged fromtivgdoe sure the loader is securely supported lvara, level
surface and the stand is securely eedjage certain all connections between tractorlaader are
free before disengaging.

TRANSPORTING:

Use safety lights and SMV emblem inidd to whatever local codes require when equipneen
being transported on the road or highw@heck with proper authorities for legal limitats.

Transport all loads at a slow and sakeed.

Carry the load as low as possible aathtain adequate visibility and good round cleaeaaicall
times.

Carefully review, understand, and fallthe “maintenance” section in this owners manehbie
attempting to service loader.

Lower the bucket or attachment to ttaugd, shut off tractor engine, and relieve pressuthe
hydraulic system before adjusting, icding, or servicing the loader.

Escaping hydraulic oil under pressume penetrate the skin. Never use any part of lgody to
check for hydraulic leaks. Use carddoghen checking for leaks. See Fig. 5-1. Relieydrau-
lic pressure before disconnecting aygraulic line. Failure to heed may result in sesianjury or
death.

TRACTOR & SAFETY POINTERS

The use of good judgment and common sense is regdssthe operator in using this loader. Theffron
and rear wheels should be set for the widest wineatl to assure best stability. Use extra cawtioen
rear wheel weights and tire ballast are addedoader-equipped tractor. DO NOT ram into frozem di
piles, frozen manure piles, ice, etc., with greatmentum where sudden shock loads are encountered.
Serious and costly damage may result to both theeloand the tractor.

When scraping or back dragging do not extend ttaelamnent cylinders more than one half of the
cylinder’s stroke. A limited amount of leveling ynae done, when the loader valving is arranged with
float control. This will prevent damage to cylimdeds. Never ride in the bucket.

Before operating the loader, be sure no one iglstgmear it. Only one person, the operator, shbelon
the tractor. Remain at the controls and underimoimstances leave the tractor unattended witlbtioket
in a raised position.

Never lift a person in the bucket or walk undeaised bucket.

Never drive your loader-equipped tractor down &thdt is steeper than 15 degrees. Carry all lt@aads
and use care on side hills.

Always keep unused PTO shaft clutch levers diseediag
Keep hands, feet, and clothing away from all moyags.

Hydraulic oil, under pressure, can cause injurg sBre that all connections are tight and thatrabsure
is relieved before disconnecting any lines.

Care must be taken with your loader cylinders. kBliscratches, rust, or other shaft damage caft nesu
worn packing causing cylinder leakage and subnopedbrmance.

After the uprightgdslinto the mount raise the loader
slowly to engage firmly into the nrmbwradles. (Fig. 8-4)

5. To lock the loader onto the mounstaf the two 669514 — 1 3/8”
diameter mount pins into the outfléhe upright through the mount
tightener, and pin withdhitpin on other side. (Fig. 8-5)

6. To secure the loader to the moumtéig the 1” bolt at the back of
the mount tower. (Fig. 8-6) Re-dhbolts after first three hours of
use.

7. After both uprights are secured ®riounts, raise the loader still
further to disengage and store dlaelér stands in the torque tube of
the loader frame. (Fig 8-7)

Prior to operation, be certaimeview all safety and operation
information contained withimig manual. Check bolts on back of
mount or the first 3 hoursusk, then check periodically during
normal maintenance procedure.




ATTACHING THE BUCKET

For Fast Attach Buckets, first tilt thhecket adapter forward so the top round pipe slidesthe
receiver on the bucket (Fig. 9-1). Rethe bucket back so the two rear pins line up wie holes
on the base plates of the bucket @ig). Turn both pins on bucket adapter so they ¢hogpugh
the holes in the base plate of the bu@kig. 9-3). Put #6 hitch pin in place (Fig 9-4).

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OPERATION

FILLING THE BUCKET:
When manure is piled on a slope, it is best toedtiactor up the slope straight into the pile. @peg
sideways on a slope has a tendency to tip therilgadhit. Drive tractor straight into the pile,saithe
bucket about six inches, then drop bucket and dameard until the bucket is filled. Tilt bucket
completely back, raise main frame and back away freanure pile.
DUMPING THE BUCKET:
When dumping, bring the bucket to proper dumpinghttevhich is just high enough so it will not stik
the spreader as the load is being dumped. Witbubket tipped, drive tractor forward and raise the
bucket at the same time to distribute the load gMeto spreader or conveyance.
RAISING THE BUCKET:
WARNING:
Make sure material in bucket cannot spill out otragtor when loader boom is raised.
Keep clear of overhead obstructiondhagtrees, limbs or power lines when raising

the bucket.

Side cutting i thest method of reducing large stockpiles. Ifsides of the pile are
too high, use bader to pull them down and reduce the possihilitglides.

Make sure you keep all lines, cylinders, and compie hydraulic system free of all sand, dirt, and
foreign matter. Use only clean oil in the hydrault system. When removing the loader from the

tractor, be sure to plug all open ports. If the lader will be out of service for several days or loger,
grease the exposed polished piston shafts on thedket and the lift cylinders.

WARNING:

NEVER attempt to operate the loader with someone nedo#ter frame or bucket.

If this loader is equipped with a Grapple fork, besure Grapple teeth are closed before leaving sedt o
tractor.
