Completely familiarize yourself and etk involved with the operation of the hydrauliotol
valve before operating the loader.

It may be necessary to add wheel Hadlasear weights as recommended by the tractor
manufacturer to maintain stability bé tmachine to prevent tipping or upset which coatdlt in

If loader is to be disengaged fromtwadoe sure the loader is securely supported luarad, level
surface and the stand is securely esdja@e certain all connections between tractorleader are
free before disengaging.

TRANSPORTING:

Use safety lights and SMV emblem iniadd to whatever local codes require when equipngen
being transported on the road or highw@heck with proper authorities for legal limitats.

Transport all loads at a slow and safeed.

Carry the load as low as possible aathtain adequate visibility and good round cleaeaatcall
times.

PERFORMING MAINTENANCE:

Carefully review, understand, and fallthe “maintenance” section in this owners manedbte
attempting to service loader.

Lower the bucket or attachment to thaugd, shut off tractor engine, and relieve pressuthe
hydraulic system before adjusting,emwging the loader.

Escaping hydraulic oil under pressue penetrate the skin. Never use any part of pody to
check for hydraulic leaks. Use carddoghen checking for leaks. See Fig. 5-1. Relieve
hydraulic pressure before disconnecting hydraulic line. Failure to heed may resukénious
injury or death.

Before disconnecting hydraulic linesyér the loader and attachments. Lock out thedujulr
supply and relieve all hydraulic pressu

INSTALLATION NOTES:

Install all parts with appropriate fasteners gin tight" before tightening any bolt.
The Koyker Quick-Tach Grapple can only be insthlbn Koyker 7°, 8’ & 8 1/2’ Euro Buckets.

DIRECTIONS:

1. Install the two grapple mast weldments (679648 the back of your Koyker Euro Bucket. Secure
the masts to the bucket with two 1 3/8” mount p{6&9712).

2. With the use of a mechanical lift carefully lovike grapple mainframe (679658) into position. gsin
two pin weldments (679715) attach the mainframghéograpple masts. Install each pin weldment with
a 3/8” x 1 1/2” bolt, washer and nylock nut.

3. With mast weldments and mainframe installed w2 3/4” cylinders (679415) can be installed. Pay
special attention that the cylinders are install@th the ports facing downward. This is to protét
ports while in operation. The barrel end of therajér is to be attached to the grapple mast wima
weldment (679715) and a 3/8” x 1 1/2” bolt, wastwed nylock nut. The rod end is to be attached to
the mainframe at its kneeplate with a 1 3/8” x & Dhount pin (679753).

4. Attach the four grapple teeth (679699) to grappéenframe with two 3/4” x 2 1/2” bolts, washergan
nylock nuts.

5. Install the three cross-member weldments (67968Bgtween the four grapple teeth, with four 7/%6”
1 3/4” bolts, washers and nylock nuts at each joint

6. Mount the hay and forage rack (679697) to thatfside of the grapple masts with four 1/2” x 1"1/2
bolts, washers and nylock nuts.

7. Place two oil line clamps (672503) over eacthef3/16” weld studs on the back of the hay & forage
rack (679697). Thread into place (loosely) a 5A@&sher and nylock nut on each of the four studs.
This will make installation of the hoses later easi

8. Install four oil line clamps (672503) to the righand side of the loader main frame just above the
existing clamps with two 5/16” x 2 1/4” bolts. Dotrtighten the bolts until after the hoses havenbee
placed into the clamps.

INSTALLATION NOTES CONTINUE:

9. Using a 5/16” x 1” bolt, install the grapple bile plate (675994) to the oil line cover of thader.

10. Install two bulkhead adapters (673781) throunghdil line plate holes.

11. Install two Quick Couplers (673780) downwardtloa oil line plate. (These quick couplers can ke se
up as one line with female and the other with naalboth maleor both female: however the
corresponding male/female fitting needs to go whihappropriate hose) (Koyker feels that this is a
users choice and leave the decision up to you)

12. Install the first and second grapple fork aikl (679756 & 679757) into the clamps installestép 8
prior. Note: Adjust the oil lines so that they areperly staked on the main frame.

13. Install the remaining quick coupler portiongte appropriate ends of the 66” hoses (676403).

14. Install a 70” hose (679449) to each of the dgns (rod side). Install a 52" hose (679448) twheand
of the cylinders (piston side). Route both setsasfes through the grapple mast weldment.

15. Join the free ends of the 70" hoses togethdr avtee (679449) in the middle.

16. Join the free ends of the 52” hoses togethdr aviee (679448) in the middle.

17. Place the 70” and 52" hoses coming from thendgis into the oil line clamps on the back of thg h
& forage rack and tighten nuts.

18. Connect the appropriate 66’ hoses (676403)f(efh step 13) to tees joining the cylinder lines.

19. Using the piece of 24” hose wrap (659674) predjdecure the two grapple hoses to each other.

20. With the grapple completely installed and aditémers tight, gather the two %2” adjustment screw(s
(680528) and two ¥2” nut(s) (640139) provided witk grapple kit.

21. With the nut threaded all of the way onto th#,libread the bolt into the %2” nut that has beahded
on the bottom of the grapple mast weldment. (Tla@gle mast weldments are the two receiver like
pockets on the back of the bucket.) With the bghtt tighten the jam nut next. The bolt/jam nut
assembly will set the height of the grapple mast$uture installations.

Periodically check all bolts for loogss and retorque if necessary.

Before storage, be certain all hyd@aalilinders are fully collapsed so that the rod wilt be
exposed to the elements or damaged.

Be certain hydraulic system remaindegkat all times to prevent contamination.
Check and maintain an adequate flurdllen the tractor reservoir prior to use.

Inspect all hydraulic system hosesfatidgs. Replace prior to further operation ifrdaged.

WARNING!

Escaping hydraulic oil un@eessure can penetrate the skin. Never use any
part of your body taeck for hydraulic leaks. Use cardboard when chreckor leaks.
See Fig. 11-1. Relieve laydic pressure before disconnecting any hydraing. | Failure
to heed may result inaes injury or death.

2. Clean the groove or bore into which the setd ise fitted before installing the seal.

3. Never touch the seal lip in handling. Alwayskpup the seal by its outer member.

4. Inspect each seal lip carefully for nicks, sdnas, and dirt at time of installation. If didge a soft,

clean cloth and carefully wipe off seddO NOT wipe seal with fingers, this only imbeds dirin the
seal.

NEVER clean rubber related seals with a minerabased solvent! Clean rubber seals
in denatured alcohol or non-mineral based solvesa only.

NOTE: Seals can be made more pliable and easiestall, if first heated in hydraulic oil to 16®.
Never use direct heat on any seals.
