Escaping hydraulic oil under pressuae penetrate the skin. Never use any part of gody to
check for hydraulic leaks. Use caradoghen checking for leaks. See Fig. 5-1. Relieve
hydraulic pressure before disconnecing hydraulic line. Failure to heed may resusenious
injury or death.

INSTALLATION NOTES:

Install all parts with appropriate fasteners gn tight" before tightening any bolt.
The Koyker 4 Tooth Quick-Tach Grapple can onlyristalled on Koyker 7’, 8 & 8 1/2’ Euro Buckets.
The Koyker 5 Tooth Quick-Tach Grapple can onlyristalled on Koyker 8' & 8 1/2' Euro Buckets.

DIRECTIONS:

1. Install the two grapple mast weldments (679648 the back of your Koyker Euro Bucket. Secure
the masts to the bucket with two 1 3/8” mount p{659712).

2. Attach grapple arms (681098) to grapple mast889) using pins (679715). Using two pin
weldments (679715) attach the mainframe to thepieamasts. Secure each pin weldment with a 3/8”
x 1 1/2” bolt, washer and nylock nut.

3. With grapple mast and grapple arms in placewle2 3/4” cylinders (681112) can be installed. Pay
special attention that the cylinders are installéth the ports facing downward. This is to proteut
ports while in operation. The barrel end of thargr is to be attached to the grapple mast wina
weldment (679715) and a 3/8” x 1 1/2” bolt, wasaed nylock nut. The rod end is to be attached to
the grapple arm at its kneeplate with a 1 3/8"X& mount pin (679753).

4. Attach the grapple headbar (681105 or 681178)dpple arms with twelve 3/4” x 2” bolts, washers

and nylock nuts.

Install required number of teeth (681107) witlot8/4” x 2 1/2” bolts, washers and nylock nuts each

Mount the hay and forage rack (679697) to thatfside of the grapple masts with four 1/2” x 1"1/2

bolts, washers and nylock nuts.

7. Place two oil line clamps (672503) over eacthef%/16” weld studs on the back of the hay & forage
rack (679697). Thread into place (loosely) a 5A@&sher and nylock nut on each of the four studs.
This will make installation of the hoses later easi

9. Install a 70” hose (679449) to each of the cyisdrod side). Install a 52” hose (679448) tcheard
of the cylinders (piston side). Route both setsasfes through the grapple mast weldment.

10. Join the free ends of the 70” (679449) hosesthay with a tee (663202) in the middle.

11. Join the free ends of the 52" (679448) hosesthmy with a tee (663202) in the middle.

12. Place the 70” and 52" hoses coming from thendgrs into the oil line clamps on the back of thg h
& forage rack and tighten nuts.

13. Connect the appropriate 66” hoses (676403)f(l@fh step 13) to tees joining the cylinder lines.

14. Using the piece of 24" hose wrap (659674) predjdecure the two grapple hoses to each other.

15. With the grapple completely installed and adtémers tight, gather the two ¥2” adjustment screw(s
(680528) and two %2" nut(s) (640139) provided wiik grapple kit.

16. With the nut threaded all of the way onto thi,libread the bolt into the ¥2” nut that has beehded
on the bottom of the grapple mast weldment. (Tla@pje mast weldments are the two receiver like
pockets on the back of the bucket.) With the hghtt tighten the jam nut next. The bolt/jam nut
assembly will set the height of the grapple mastsuture installations.

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QUICK-DETACH OF THE EURO GRAPPLE

Once the gtapp free
and clear of the bucket replace the two 1 3/8” m@ums back
into the grapple mast weldments.

Before storage, be certain all hyd@aiilinders are fully collapsed so that the rod wilt be
exposed to the elements or damaged.

Be certain hydraulic system remaingegskat all times to prevent contamination.
Check and maintain an adequate flurdllen the tractor reservoir prior to use.

Inspect all hydraulic system hosesfé#tidgs. Replace prior to further operation ifrdaged.

WARNING!

2. Clean the groove or bore into which the se# ise fitted before installing the seal.

3. Never touch the seal lip in handling. Alwayskpup the seal by its outer member.

4. Inspect each seal lip carefully for nicks, sdnas, and dirt at time of installation. If didge a soft,

clean cloth and carefully wipe off seddO NOT wipe seal with fingers, this only imbeds dirin the
seal.

NEVER clean rubber related seals with a minerabased solvent! Clean rubber seals
in denatured alcohol or non-mineral based solves only.

NOTE: Seals can be made more pliable and easiestall, if first heated in hydraulic oil to 160.
